2. Participants in the Program will be selected based on seniority after submitting this application. Cut-off date for 

applying to this program is April 15, 2009.  A deposit of $50 must accompany this application.   A waiting list will be 
maintained with selection for participation based on the same criteria. 

3. Spaces are to be used only for parking boats on trailers and the related empty trailer.  Multiple boats in a single 
space are not allowed.     

4. Boats assigned to Spaces must be actively used (launched or hauled) on a regular basis or a minimum of 10 times 
during the season.  Program participants are required to sign the hoist log every time they launch their boat in order 
to measure compliance with the usage requirement. 

5. Program participants must abide by the club’s dock tie up policy. 
6. Trailers must be returned to assigned spaces or removed from the premises after launching. 
7. Space assignments are non-transferable.  Program participants may not permit others to use their assigned Spaces. 
8. The Club reserves the right through the Executive Committee to relocate or reassign Spaces for maintenance 

purposes or as the needs of the Club and membership dictate. 
9. Participants who no longer need their assigned spaces are asked to so notify the Executive Committee as soon as 

possible so that the space may be reassigned.  When a space becomes available, it shall be assigned to the first 
boat on the waiting list that will fit in the available space. 

10. Trailers must be maintained in working order. 
11. Program participants with boats over 17’ must carry insurance on their boat consistent with the Rules and By-Laws of 

JYC. 
12. Violation of any Program policy will result in a "Standard Violation Notice" signed by the Executive Committee.  The 

Standard Violation Notice will inform the member of the policy that has been violated, and, if applicable, will give the 
member two (2) weeks from the date of the Notice to correct the violation.  If the violation is not timely corrected, the 
Space will be revoked.  There shall be no reimbursement of fees paid for Spaces that are revoked. 

13. Program fees for boats up to 16’ are $350 (minimum).   Boats over 16’ will pay the minimum charge plus $25 per foot 
of length above 16 Ft.  Fees are payable in advance of the Program season and non-refundable.  

14. The Program’s Season will be Memorial Day weekend through September 30 “dawn to dusk” unless modified by the 
Executive Committee. 

15. By submitting this agreement, the Participant acknowledges and accepts the risks and responsibilities associated 
with storage on Club property as provided in the Jubilee Yacht Club Handbook By-Laws and Rules, Article V, 
Facilities rules.

JYC Dry Boating Pilot Program Policies & Procedures 
 

1. The Dry Boating Pilot Program (“Program”) is only open to JYC members. 

2. Members wishing to participate in the pilot program will submit an application. Selection will be on a seniority 
basis (similar to Winter storage).  The JYC  Executive Committee will announce when the application will be 
made available (March 09) and  the applications will be due on April 15. 

3. Spaces are to be used only for parking boats on trailers and the related empty trailer.  Multiple boats in a single 
space are not allowed.     

4. Boats assigned to spaces must be actively used on a regular basis or a minimum of 10 times during the 
season.  Program participants are required to sign the hoist log every time they launch their boat in order to 
measure compliance with the usage requirement. 

5. Program participants must abide by the club’s dock tie up policy. 

6. Trailers must be returned to assigned space or removed from the premises after launching. 

7. Space assignments are non-transferable.  Program participants may not permit others to use their assigned 
space. 

8. The Club reserves the right through the Executive Committee to relocate or reassign Spaces for maintenance 
purposes or as the needs of the Club and membership dictate. 

9. If the JYC Yard is in operation, Dry Boating participants must obtain permission of the Yard Manager before 
operating the hoist.   

10. Participants who no longer need their assigned space are asked to notify the Executive Committee as soon as 
possible so that the space may be reassigned.  When a space becomes available, it shall be assigned to the 
first boat on the waiting list that will fit in the available space. 

11. Trailers must be maintained in working order. 

12. Program participants with boats over 17’ must carry insurance on their boat consistent with the Rules and By-
Laws of JYC. 

13. Violation of any Program policy will result in a "Standard Violation Notice" signed by the Executive Committee.  
The Standard Violation Notice will inform the member of the policy that has been violated, and, if applicable, will 
give the member two (2) weeks from the date of the Notice to correct the violation.  If the violation is not timely 
corrected, the Space will be revoked.  There shall be no reimbursement of fees paid for Spaces that are 
revoked. 

14. The Dry boating Pilot Program’s Season will be Memorial Day weekend through September 30 “dawn to dusk” 
unless modified by the Executive Committee.

Regatta Committee, cont’d 
does, you can get those seacocks lubed, 
winches rebuilt, check your sheets and 
halyards for wear etc. 
 
A trick I like is to add a bit of chlorine to my 
soapy wash water.  Boats pick up a lot of 
grime and organic matter whether bobbing 
on a mooring, or sitting on the hard. 
Washing gets most of it, but there is always 
some mold or decomposing matter in the 
anti-skid or in the bowels of the boat.  
Adding a bit of chlorine into your soapy 
water will kill this. Usually it works overnight 
even after rinsing the boat off.  This trick 
works on houses too.  Give it a try. I think 
you will be impressed. 
 
Maintenance tips: 
 
How long has it been since you last pulled 
your chain plates?  2 years?  5 years? 20?  
We think they are indestructible since they 
are stainless steel, but they can rot at and 
below the deck.  They should be pulled 
every couple of years to check for pitting 
along with any rot that may have started in 
the deck. If ok, rebed with a quality 
polysulfide such as Boatlife or 3M 4200UV.  
Nothing is going to ruin your day worse than 
being out in a fresh breeze and seeing your 
rig come down before trying to grind a hole 
in your hull.  You can pull 1 a day for each 
day you work on the boat during spring 
commissioning. For those with the rig down, 
well you can pull it off in 1 shot. If you have 
never done this maintenance, it may be 
time.  
 

I received a lot of feedback at the club about 
my rant on substandard mooring gear last 
month. All of it was positive.  Other 
members are seeing junk for mooring tackle. 
Be sure you check your gear this spring 
before entrusting it to hold your boat.  And if 
you have not done so yet, arrange for a 
mooring company to service your mooring 
now.  Saves having to fight the rabble once 
the good weather arrives. 
 
Racing tips for non racers: 
 
Racing is all about the power to weight 
ratio.  We’ve all heard of the captain who 
only allows the crew to bring a toothbrush on 
board. Though that is one end of the 
spectrum, there is always the boat that has 
turned into a floating shed.  At least once a 
year go through the boat and remove stuff 
you just do not use. If for a specific reason 
(e.g. when long distance cruising etc), keep 
it in a large plastic bin at home until needed. 
To pull 300-500 lbs of useless junk out of a 
boat is common.  Not only will the boat 
perform better, but it will feel larger without 
all the clutter below.  Get the 4 cans of half 
used varnish, the blender you never have 
used, that 1967 set of encyclopedias, the old 
life jackets/dock lines you replaced etc off 
the boat. Spring is the time to do it.   Saves 
gas, adds speed, and ensures there is less 
stuff for mold to grow on.
