The August 2009 general membership meeting is a "notified" meeting for the purpose of reviewing a proposed by law 
change.  The following By-law change was proposed by a member, reviewed by the By-laws and  Executive Committee 
and is presented for your consideration. 
 
 amend the existing Bylaw, ARTICLE XIII “The Executive Committee” by adding a new section 3 as follows:  
3.  Approval required for certain acts of the Executive Committee: 
a)  The following acts of the Executive Committee shall not become effective and binding until, approved by a majority of 
the members at the December Budget Meeting or at a notified meeting called for that purpose:  
i)  The enactment of any new assessments, fees or charges or the increase of any existing assessments, fees or charges; 
ii)  The transfer of reserve funds from an obligated account to a non-obligated account of the Club;  
iii)  The borrowing of any funds, from commercial lenders, private lenders, or internally from the Club;  
iv)  Spending Club assets or a commitment to spend or encumber Club assets, (including cash, personality and real 
estate) other than those line item amounts expressly stated in the Club's budget as approved by the members and as 
amended from time to time.  
b)  Exceptions:  
i)  Projects Within 10% of Budget:  
Frequently projects incur additional unforeseen expenses caused by delay in subcontractors' schedules and/or shortages 
in required materials and/or unexpected discoveries made only after a project is in progress, etc. For the sake of 
administrative simplicity and expedience, any project completed within 10% of the amount allocated in the Club's budget 
shall be deemed completed within the budgeted amount and shall not require additional approval by the members. It shall 
be the responsibility of the Finance Committee to recommend how such unforeseen additional expenses shall be financed 
by the Club.  
ii)  Surplus Funds:  
Budgeted line items which have not been actually expended or have not been expended in the full amount allocated in the 
Budget, may be applied, at the sole discretion of the Executive Committee, with the acquiescence of the Financial 
Committee, to such line item expenditure in need of additional funding, without additional approval of the members.  
iii) Emergency:  
If an emergency occurs, and it becomes necessary to spend Club funds which are not provided for or exceed the amount 
provided for in the Club's budget, (as confirmed by a majority of the Executive Committee) then to avoid irreparable harm 
and where circumstances do not allow enough time to obtain approval of the members at a notified meeting, Club funds 
may be spent in an amount necessary to resolve said emergency, without approval of the members provided thereafter 
full disclosure is made to the members at a membership meeting. 
 
   
Please consider the following Pro and Con Comments regarding this proposed change: 

Pro Comments 
 Without these controls the Ex Committee could by a minority of 3 members could change the financial structure of 

the Club without a membership vote 
 Prior practice was to call for a Special Meeting if funds were needed; no longer the practice 
 Prior practice was to have a reserve for emergencies; no longer the practice 

 
Con Comments 
 The Committee should stay within its budget & call for a Special Meeting when necessary

I found this to be most helpful 
last month while anchored in Cuttyhunk pond, only to learn through my iPhone that the area was under a tornado watch.  
Based on this, I quickly hauled anchor and picked up the largest mooring I could find!

Racing tips for non Racers: 
  
Use a magic marker to make index marks on your genoa tracks.  Mark them as A, B, C etc or 1, 2, 3 etc to document how 
far back to set the block for a given wind.  This allows you to find the track hole for your screw set so that you do not have 
the screw into the track directly.  Makes resetting a snap without the need of a pair of pliers.  Keep a book with your 
settings for each wind condition.  If you have a roller furler, also include how much sail you have unfurled for the given 
conditions. You can easily set the car to position 4 if medium air or 2 if light air is expected before you even leave the 
mooring.  In doing so, you can easily recreate the best settings for each wind condition before you even hoist/unfurl the 
headsail.
