Yard tips: 
  
I am sure someone will remind you not to tie your tarp lines to your stands (It is not just the rules, it is common sense).  I 
would like to add that you should watch what you use to tie those tarps off.  The use of thin nylon line is cheap, but come 
winter, that tarp will start flapping and that nylon line will stretch before starting to vibrate, grinding grime into your gel coat 
and ruining your painted topsides.  If you use tarps to cover your vessel, hit the hardware store for some 1/4" or thicker 
polyester line.  The $10 it costs you is going to save hours with a polisher next spring. 
  
Another yard trick pertains to those of you who store near the road.  You should paint your poppet stands yellow or 
orange instead of that dark blue.  The bright colors keep people from whacking into them.  Not everyone who comes to 
our club knows boats or the fact that those big heavy monsters are levitating on those skinny stands.  And in the winter, it 
is easier for someone to see your stands in their mirrors as they back into a snow bank.  If you have to paint them, 
consider changing to a bright color.  The bonus is how easy it is to find your Day-Glo stands next fall in the pile the yard 
crew puts together 
 
 
 



Gift Giving Ideas: 
  
As I have done in the past, here are some ideas to crack a smile on any good little sailor or power boater this season.  Not 
sure if getting older makes one think safety, or is maybe it was dwelling on some mishaps we have seen during the past 
12 months.  Some events resulted in fatalities on New England waters, and others had better outcomes where equipment 
saved lives. 
 
For a stocking stuffer, I suggest an emergency combo consisting of am/fm/weather radio, led lamp, and solar panel and 
crank generator to charge a cell phone.  The unit is about the size of a coffee cup.  If you lose your battery, you can still 
listen to what weather conditions are coming at you, or allow you to call for help on your cell phone after a couple minutes 
of cranking some power into it's dead battery.  West Marine, LL Bean or Radio Shack sell these units for about 30 dollars.  
Handy in the house, car, or on the boat.  
 
For around 100 dollars, you can upgrade your vhf radio to one that is DSC compatible.  This allows you to tie it into your 
GPS so that whenever you transmit, your coordinates are sent.  There is also a panic button that will transmit your 
coordinates along with an identifier that details your boat.  This allows the Coast Guard to immediately scramble as they 
know exactly who and where you are.  
 
Next on list are inflatable life preservers.  Yes the USCG has changed the name back after a decade of calling them 
PFDs.  The units are so light you barely know you have them on until you need them, which means you can wear them all 
the time.  Prices can range from $100 to $300 dollars.  Though they cost a bit more, I would suggest models that self 
inflate.  Earlier in the year we witnessed a crewmember catch a boom in the head before being tossed into the ocean.  If 
unconscious, that extra money to self inflate just may save your hide.  I like units with a nylon harness built in so one 
doesn't need to bulk up with a separate pfd & harness in a gale, and it gives the crew something to click a MOB hoist into 
should they need to drag you out of the drink.  
  
Finally the development of HD or digital radar is breathtaking. Advantages include: 
Extremely clear reflections  
Full color displays  
Decreased power needs  
Thinner cables & connectors are easier to install  
The ability to overlay chart plotter images  
Minimal emissions expands the places to mount.  
The safety of such a unit in the fog cannot be downplayed.  Prices are around two grand, but you need to figure some 
extra coin to mount it.  Most of these units can also integrate to your GPS, insert weather overlays, and even display 
electronic readings such as wind speed/direction, depth readings etc.  A tool to bring a smile to any salt young or old. 
  
Americas Cup Development: 
  
Not much has been said about the Americas Cup as the lawyers have been jousting for months in the NY courts.  But 
during November, we have seen activity.  First, it looks like the race will be in February between the US led BMW/Oracle 
trimaran and the Swiss built Alinghi. 
 
Then BMW/Oracle swapped their carbon fibre mast for a wing that is almost 200 feet tall.  It towered above the skyline of 
San Diego.  And it can fly 2 of its 3 hulls in winds that would not have our boats pulling on their mooring tackle.  We are 
going to see races at speeds 3-5 times faster than ever before.  Just the technology to drive these machines is dizzying.  
If you have some spare time and an internet connection this holiday season, check out the machines on the web.  A great 
sailing fix that doesn't cost you a thing. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Racing tips for non racers: 
  
Racers like their winches to spin like fine time pieces.  A year of dried salt, dirt and crud from the power plant conspire to 
increase friction of those winches.  This time of year is perfect to strip them down, re-grease them, and then tape a 1 
gallon freezer bag over them to keep them clean until launch. Sitting under your boat cover out of the wind, it is pretty 
comfortable in the yard before that Patriots game. 
 
There is no chance of parts going into Davey Jone's locker while you are on the hard, and if you run into trouble, chances 
are there is a racer somewhere in the yard who can talk you through the problem.  You can also readjust your tailer 
mechanism for wear or different lines thicknesses.  It may take you an hour to do your first winch, but once you learn the 
secrets, you will be able to tear a dual speed winch apart, clean, grease, and reassemble in 15 minutes much to the 
amazement of your friends and yard neighbors.  And come next season, you will swear you must have gotten stronger 
without hitting the gym as cranking in that genoa is sooo easy.  An example of working smarter and not harder. 
 
And while you are at it, check your stands and the boats next to yours.  Three minutes that may save you a lot of repair 
work and aggravation in the long run.
