Harbor Information 
 
At the December Notified 2009 Budget 
Meeting I presented a table with a graphic 
showing the water depths off our docks for 
this year, 10 years ago and 5 years ago.  
There was much interest in this information 
and several members asked for copies so 
we are producing it here.  Please note that 
the measurements were taken with a lead 
line and measured in the center of each 
dock approximately 30 inches out from the 
edge.  Units are in feet.

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The purpose of this sounding was to gauge 
the level of silting in the same area 
consistently measured over time.  This data 
shows that it appears to be very little silting 
in over the years and the shallow spots 
appear directly under our launch locations.  
The ocean floor at our docks slopes out 
toward the center of the channel, away from 
the club, rather quickly, so 4 feet out from 
the docks, for example, the water depth will 
be greater than what is represented in this 
depth table.  In any case, it is always wise to 
be cautious when approaching the docks.  
This data is presented for informational 
purposes only and in no way represents any 
statement of water depth for navigational 
purposes and should not be relied upon.

Safety Class 
 
On January 24 and January 31 I will present 
two 5 hour sessions for the OSHA 10 hour 
Safety course. This course encompasses 
the basics in safety for people in all walks of 



life and is highly regarded as a credential in 
industry nationwide. If you attend all 10 
hours of the classes you will obtain the Dept. 
of Labor-OSHA 10 hour Safety Card. See 
below for content of the course. 
 
NOTE - you must be present for the entire 
10 topics and 10 hours to obtain this 
credential. 
 
I am an approved OSHA 10 & 30 hour 
Outreach Instructor via the Dept, of Labor & 
OSHA guidelines. I am volunteering my time 
and energy to the club for the good of the 
club and this will benefit any attendee. There 
will be no charge to you. I encourage any 
member who owns a boat, works on their 
boat, works in any industry and uses or will 
the club hoist, travel lift or any other 
equipment at the club attend this seminar. 
When complete we will notify the club 
insurer of who took the class and provide a 
card to each attendee that completed 10 
hours. This is an asset to the club overall in 
many ways and will increase your 
awareness to basic safety requirements 
 
We will do one 5 hour session on the 24th of 
January and one 5 hour session on the 31st.  
Please be there at 10:15 am so we can start 
promptly at 10:30 am each day.  If you miss 
a class or part of one class you can not 
obtain the OSHA 10 hour card and must 
work out something if interested in 
completion. You can attend one or any 
number of classes without getting the card 
too if you want.  
 
The 10 hour OSHA card is a credential in 
safety which verifies you have been made 

aware of basic safety principles and 
concepts that concern safety areas of work 
and all industries. 
 
We will have short breaks during each 
session and be done by 3:30 pm each 
Saturday.  There are four mandatory topics 
for this program and some that will focus on 
what we encounter in our yacht club.  An 
attendance sheet will go around which I 
must file in order for the participants to earn 
the OSHA 10 hour card. There is a sign up 
sheet at the club so we can get a rough idea 
of how many will attend. 
 
We will choose some of the following topics 
for the course: 
 
Introduction to OSHA 
Blood borne pathogens 
Means of egress/fire protection 
Electrical safety (NFPA 70E) & LOTO 
(Lock Out and Tag Out) 
Flammables and Chemical Storage 
Hazardous Communication 
Machine Guarding - Power tools 
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) 
Walking and Working Surfaces\ 
Fork Truck Safety 
Fall protection 
Haz-Com 
Cranes, derricks and Hoists 
Welding Safety 
 
We are planning to use the JYC main hall, 
depending upon participation levels.  This 
course is only open to JYC members and 
their families.

The other feature of having this 
number is that it works pretty much like a 
telephone number when you use it to hail 
another craft. Only the craft you are calling 
will hear the hail, though the conversation 
after contact is established is an open 
(heard by all on that channel) 
communication. It would be a great way to 
keep the Fleet in contact during a cruise. 
With this in mind, we would like to compile a 
database of the MMSI numbers for the 
Fleet.  If you already have a number, or if 
you get one, please send it to me
