Member must provide evidence of $300,000 liability insurance prior to hauling, launching & winter storage.

Vessels will not be launched, hauled or stored unless proof of insurance liability coverage is provided to the office. The
insurance policy shall be dated for the current year(s) and shall bear the members name as the insured. Vessels may not
be launched, hauled or stored if such evidence is received less than fourteen days prior to the vessel launch or haul date.

Please be sure that all the information requested is provided. Incomplete applications will not be accepted. By submitting
this agreement, the Member acknowledges and accepts the risks and responsibilities associated with vessel launching,
hauling, or storage on Club property as provided in the Jubilee Yacht Club Handbook By-Laws and Rules, Article V,
Facilities rules.

Additionally, the facilities and Executive Committees emphasize the following:

1. The JYC carries no insurance on members’ vessels of personal property. Each Member having a vessel on Club
property agrees to assume total liability for their vessel...(Article V, 1, paragraph e). Each Member launching,
hauling or storing their vessel on Club property must have at least $300,000 in vessel liability coverage...(Article
V, 1, paragraph f). Members release and agree to hold harmless JYC, its Officers, Directors, employees and
agents from all claims or suits related to the loss or damage of vessels or property stored at the Club, including
but not limited to damage caused by fire, wind, rain, storms, theft, flood, ice, snow, or other Members, or any
other causes.

2. No motor oil or antifreeze may be placed in Club dumpsters. The Member is responsible for oil, antifreeze,
gasoline, or diesel spilled on Club property and subsequent damage/cleanup claims. The Club does not have the
capability to store or dispose of antifreeze...(Article V, 4, paragraph f). The Club has a limited capability to store
and dispose of used motor oil. (Article V, 4, paragraph g).

3. Members are responsible for ensuring jack stands are regularly checked throughout the storage season to ensure
that they securely support the vessel. The use of jack stands for vessel storage on Club property is subject to the
following procedures being followed:

e Vessels placed on jack stands for more than 24 hours are required to use a minimum of six jack stands,
excluding bow and stern keel jacks.

e All vessels on jack stands are required to use bow-keel jacks. The use of stern-keel jacks is encouraged
whenever possible.

e Jack stands must be chained together athwart ship using at least 3/16” chain. It is strongly recommended that
sailboats on jack stands for more than 7 days unstep their masts.

¢ Vessel covers must not be attached to the jack stands in any manner. (Article V, 2, paragraph b).

From the Webmaster

Portable gadgetry has been a curiosity since the early James Bond days. Lately however, portable devices have taken a
solid turn toward functionality for boaters. Tops among this group is the new iPhone 3g S, and it's features are far beyond
what we think of as a "cell phone". The new iPhone is more of a handheld portable computer, complete with web
browser, and email. The iPhone comes with some free applications (programs), or "Apps" as they're called including a
camera, road maps, an impressively accurate electronic compass, and a basic weather forecast app. The new iPhone
also has motion sensors (Like Nintendo Wii), and a built in GPS which opens up a world opportunities.

Here's where it gets interesting. Independent developers are free to write apps and offer them for sale through iTunes, the
Apple Company's online storefront, and there are some real gems for boaters being offered at very low cost. For $10, |
bought "Navionics Marine, USA East" a true marine charting program that makes use of the iPhone's built in GPS.
Navionics Marine turns your iPhone into a chart plotter, complete with marine depth contours, waypoints, and all the
things we typically associate with a good Garmin or similar marine charting GPS device. The expandable charts appear
very accurate, as is the vessels position shown on the charts.

Another winner is the "My Weather" app for $6. This app is like weather channel for your iPhone complete with current
conditions, forecasts, and best of all, live weather radar loops. Now, with your iPhone in hand along coastal waters with
cell phone service, you can call up radar screens showing storms moving across New England. The radar maps are
expandable, so you can zoom into your local area in detail and give you a good heads up on what weather is moving in
your direction in real time.

The iPhone also functions as an iPod, capable of carrying hundreds of your favorite albums. It also comes has a 3
megapixel camera and photo album. And of course, the built WiFi capability, 3G network, and free web browser (Safari)
allow access to the JYC Website and Message Board at your leisure from almost anywhere along the coast. And yes,
Jubilee does provide free WiFi service for members in the club and across the mooring field. It's enough to make James
Bond trade in his Walther for an iPhone and take up sailing.

The second half of the season is quickly approaching. It's a great time to get involved if you want to go racing. And right
now, you can give it a try for free before you commit, as your 1st race is always on the RC. What are you waiting for?

The VOR boats are gone, and now we are into the tall ships. Yet another great reason to take a ride to Boston. Speaking
of which, have you asked your neighbors out for a sail yet this year? The weather has to break, and there is nothing like
sharing a boat ride on Salem Sound. Who knows, maybe they will cut your grass when you are vacation, or help you
bottom paint next spring.

JYC hosted the J24 Round the Rocks race the weekend of June 24th. While most of you were at home doing inside
house work, these crazies were out on the water for 2 days of fun with a party at the JYC in between. It was so nasty on
Sunday that the big boat regatta in Marblehead only had 6 boats out of 30 finish their race. Needless to say, we know
who has the lock on tough sailors... | want to thank those of you who loaned a mooring to the folks traveling to Beverly
from out of town. It shows our hospitality to sailors from around New England.

Aug 9th will be the JYC Kids regatta. This is a great chance to bond with your little one, or your parents. One parent, one
kid. No age limits. Simple course inside the sound followed by awards at the hall. Of course we will take lot of photos to
capture the moment forever. Start knocking out those house chores so you can race with us. No experience is
necessary.

All the rain has caused a rather bizarre phenomenon. Have you noticed your vessel's bottom is already slimed like it is
late August? Not sure if it is all the fresh water coming down the river, or the fact the bay somehow got warm early, but
most boats have a slime on them. The good news is a light cleaning will take it right off and most of it is in the first 3'
below the surface. It's easy to wipe off with an old T-shirt while snorkeling, or use your brush when washing the topsides
at the dock. Or you can arrange to have yard pull you and power wash the bottom. The difference in speed and handling
is amazing on boats that do 4 knots. | have also seen a bit of green mold trying to grab hold of the antiskid. A capful or 2
of Clorox in the wash bucket will kill any the soap suds fail.

Racing tricks for non racers:

On a racing boat, we index everything so that we can recreate settings that were successful in the past. Though you may
not be trying to coax the last .001 knot out your cruising machine, using a magic marker or whipping a colored thread into
your main halyard when it gets to full hoist and to each reef point makes it a lot easer to drop or raise when have to tie a
reef in. It gets you into the ballpark before heading forward to engage the reef hook. Put it just before your rope clutches
or cleats.

Speaking of which, the next time you have your mainsail in for service or buying a new one, spend another 10 bucks and
have a loop of nylon with 2 D-rings sewn into the reef eye. They are MUCH easier to set than trying to get that reef hook
through the grommet eye on a tossing deck, and lessen the chance of punching a hole in your sail.
