The boating season has now arrived and we are getting to be very busy.  The Summer Launch crew is now on board and 
the gas is pumping.  It won’t be long before we have parking attendants.  The Dock Master program has begun and 
seems to be working out fine.  The members who have done a shift as Dock Master have said that the membership is 
welcoming the revival of this very helpful position. 
 
The dinghy docks are pretty well loaded up and there are now some available dinghy rack spaces made available by 
those on the dinghy docks giving up their rack space.  If anyone has no place to put their dinghy, check with the club 
office and see what is available on the racks. 
 
The new engine is now installed in Launch 1 and once a couple of minor adjustments have been completed, Launch 1 will 
be operational again.

Member must provide evidence of $300,000 liability insurance prior to hauling, launching & winter storage. 
 
Vessels will not be launched, hauled or stored unless proof of insurance liability coverage is provided to the office.  The 
insurance policy shall be dated for the current year(s) and shall bear the members name as the insured. Vessels may not 
be launched, hauled or stored if such evidence is received less than fourteen days prior to the vessel launch or haul date. 
 
Please be sure that all the information requested is provided.  Incomplete applications will not be accepted.  By submitting 
this agreement, the Member acknowledges and accepts the risks and responsibilities associated with vessel launching, 
hauling, or storage on Club property as provided in the Jubilee Yacht Club Handbook By-Laws and Rules, Article V, 
Facilities rules.   
 
Additionally, the facilities and Executive Committees emphasize the following: 

1. The JYC carries no insurance on members’ vessels of personal property.  Each Member having a vessel on Club 
property agrees to assume total liability for their vessel…(Article V, 1, paragraph e).  Each Member launching, 
hauling or storing their vessel on Club property must have at least $300,000 in vessel liability coverage…(Article 
V, 1, paragraph f).  Members release and agree to hold harmless JYC, its Officers, Directors, employees and 
agents from all claims or suits related to the loss or damage of vessels or property stored at the Club, including 
but not limited to damage caused by fire, wind, rain, storms, theft, flood, ice, snow, or other Members, or any 
other causes. 

2. No motor oil or antifreeze may be placed in Club dumpsters.  The Member is responsible for oil, antifreeze, 
gasoline, or diesel spilled on Club property and subsequent damage/cleanup claims.  The Club does not have the 
capability to store or dispose of antifreeze…(Article V, 4, paragraph f).  The Club has a limited capability to store 
and dispose of used motor oil.  (Article V, 4, paragraph g). 

3. Members are responsible for ensuring jack stands are regularly checked throughout the storage season to ensure 
that they securely support the vessel.  The use of jack stands for vessel storage on Club property is subject to the 
following procedures being followed: 
 Vessels placed on jack stands for more than 24 hours are required to use a minimum of six jack stands, 

excluding bow and stern keel jacks. 
 All vessels on jack stands are required to use bow-keel jacks.  The use of stern-keel jacks is encouraged 

whenever possible. 
 Jack stands must be chained together athwart ship using at least 3/16” chain.  It is strongly recommended that 

sailboats on jack stands for more than 7 days unstep their masts. 
 Vessel covers must not be attached to the jack stands in any manner. (Article V, 2, paragraph b).

From the Membership Committee 
 
One candidate will be presented to the membership at the June 2009 general membership meeting to be elected as a 
regular Jubilee member.  This candidate has met the requirements as stated in the Jubilee Yacht Club rules and bylaws.

Any Jubilee Yacht Club member having comments or concerns regarding this candidate should bring those concerns to 
the attention of any member of the Membership Committee as soon as possible. 
 
 
The Membership Committee has been asked to present information of some of the details and options to help members 
as we approach October 1, 2009.  This informational article will touch on some membership classes, resignation, and 
reapplication of membership.  All of this information comes from the bylaws.  
 
A member’s class of membership on October 1 determines the cost of membership and the limits of the membership for 
the next year.  The club must be formally notified prior to the start of the fiscal year (October 1) of a member's intent to 
change membership status to Social or Associate or of his/her intent to resign in good standing.  The bylaw section about   
Change of status states that members eligible for more than one class  
 may choose among them; and 
 may change only once in a twelve month period  
 with the approval of the Membership Committee 
 Caution: Seniority for yard storage is determined by the number of continuous years of Junior, Regular and Life 

membership. Associate and Social membership breaks the continuity required for yard storage seniority 
 
Since members are billed for the full year according to their membership class as of October 1st., without prior notification 
members who were Regular members in fiscal year 2009 will be billed and expected to pay the full years dues and 
assessments as Regular members for the new fiscal year, 2010.  
 
This rule does not apply to members who qualify for Life membership who delay requesting such a change beyond the 
year they first qualify for Life.  
 
Inactive membership 
Also, members desiring inactive status, must request this change no later than the end of August 2009 so that the 
membership may informed and vote on the request no later than the September membership meeting.  Inactive 
membership is voted annually by the general membership.  Inactive membership is available to a member in good 
standing who is unable to discharge the obligations of membership for good reason.  Inactive members pay dues ($10) 
but not assessments.  An inactive member may use the club house but not any of the boating facilities. An inactive 
member may not vote or be club officer. 
 
Associate membership is for a member who does not have a boat or keeps his/her boat at another facility.  Associate 
membership requires 3 prior years of a voting membership.  Associate membership is limited to 25 persons.  Associate 
membership pays dues and half the cost of assessments. This membership class may vote and hold an office other than 
club officer.  Associate members may not use club facilities but may fly the club burgee. 
 
Social membership 
 (a) requires 3 prior years of a voting membership.     
 (b) Social membership is limited to 25 persons.          
 (c) Social membership may not vote, use the boating facilities, or fly 
   the club burgee. 
 (d) Social members pay dues and one-quarter the cost of assessments 
 
Resignation 
Resignation in good standing requires two elements:  
 (a) all financial obligations are met and  
 (b) the current mooring is sold back to the club. 
 
Reapplication for membership has three possible sets of requirements: 
possibility 1 
 (a) a former member who resigned in good standing  



 (b) who had at least five years of consecutive voting membership  
 (c) submits a new application with fee 
 (d) has the approval of the Membership Committee 
may be placed at the top of the waiting list.  If accepted as a regular member by a vote of the membership, this person is 
exempt from the initiation fee but must pay a full year’s dues and assessments. 
 
possibility 2:  
 (a) left in bad standing 
 (b) left after 1972 
 (c) is required to wait two years after paying all financial obligations  
  before reapplying 
 (d) is treated as a new applicant with no special consideration paying 
  the application fee. 
 (e) goes to the bottom of the applicant list 
 (f) if accepted by the membership, pays the initiation fee and a full 
  year’s dues and assessments 
 
possibility 3: 

(a) left in good standing 
(b) had less than five years of consecutive voting membership 
(c) is required to be treated as a new applicant with no special consideration (pays application fee, bottom of 

list, pays initiation fee, full dues, and assessments) 
 
Here are two sample questions and their responses. 
A current member who is relocating wants to know  
 (a) What are the requirements to switch from Regular to Social? 
 (b) The next question was would they be able to reapply for regular  
 membership when they are relocated back? 
 
There is some missing information so a definitive answer is not immediately available. The first piece of missing 
information is has the current member had 3 prior years of a voting membership? The second piece of information is the 
current number of social members less than 25 as social membership is limited to 25 persons? 
 
The next step is to look at the change of status requirements. 
Change of status states that members who are eligible for more than one class  
* may choose among them, 
* may change only once in a twelve month period  
* with the approval of the Membership Committee 
 
The answer to the question is now at hand.  
 
If the member satisfies the three year voting membership requirement and there are fewer than 25 in social membership 
the last step is to make this request in writing to the Membership Committee. 
 
The second question has a misunderstanding and is missing information.  The misunderstanding is the concept of 
“reapplying for regular membership”.  The missing information is the time between changing to Social membership and 
the request to return from Social to Regular membership.  After the change from Regular to Social, the Social member 
does not have to reapply for regular membership. A letter to the club is sufficient provided the change from Regular to 
Social occurred more than 12 months prior to this request to return to Regular membership.  If the club is at full 
membership, the change may not occur until there is an opening in the regular membership.   
 
After all is said and reasoned, the Executive Board is the court of last resort.

Please keep in mind there will also be empty 
trailers when the boats are in the water.  When parking your car, please try not to block any of the participating boats or 
trailers and their access to the hoist.  If parking is tight, please leave your keys if you need to block access to the hoist or 
any boats.  There are cones marking the boats currently and soon there will be signs on each trailer.  Please keep this in 
mind when parking.

I hear the folks in Annapolis were miffed that Boston 
got the stopover instead of them.  On the 9th they were mixing it up between Deer Island and Nahant.  Short legs in big 
boats and you could get in close to the action.  Hope your photos came out as well as mine. 
  
The following weekend was the VOR start to Dublin.  The fog did a job on everyone that Saturday.  You may have seen 
news regarding the freighter coming through the inner harbor at the start.  Child's play compared to the opening by the 
airport for those of us without radar.

During the start at another club's regatta, we counted no less than 3 miscues by the RC in the first 10 
minutes.  Things began to slide into chaos until they got their act together.  The race vhf channel blared discontent and 
questions on the RC's understanding of the rules.  Sometimes we do not appreciate what we have until we do not have it. 
  
If you would like to crew on a boat on Thursday night, please let me or any RC member know.  We can always find you a 
spot.  I have had the pleasure of assisting several people in getting positions for the season.  And for those who have not 
been down to watch or participate, this is not your father's sailboat racing.  We are seeing a big increase in female racers 
(both crew and owners) in our regattas.  Run honest races with a family like atmosphere, and good things happen.  Come 
on down and join the party. 
  
Couple notes to the competitors.  Please share these reminders with your crew.

Judging by some of the brand new mooring gear out there, I think my sermon on proper tackle several issues ago may 
have sparked some action by members.

Racing tips for non-racers. 
  
In the heat of a race, there are a lot of things for the helmsman to keep track of.  I've noticed on more than one occasion 
that I'd lost track of which tack I was on.  This can lead to errors.  Rather than take chances, I've marked my boom with 
read and green strips next to the black outhaul stripe.  On the starboard side of the boom, I've placed a green stripe.  On 
the port side, I placed a red stripe.  The helmsman need only glance up to determine with certainty if he has the right of 
way.  Colored vinyl tape can be purchased at almost any hardware store.  This tip is from Rich Carter, owner of Black 
Sheep.  If any of you have tips you would like to share, please drop me a line. 
  
Not much more to say except I hope we see you out on the water.  In all the racing so far this season, I have yet to hear a 
discussion on asset devaluation, unemployment numbers, or TARP funding.  Come on out to forget about the real world, 
even if it is for only 2 hours at a time.
