From the Vice Commodore 
 
Hello Everyone, 
 
Launch Day was a huge success with a 
large turnout.  Bob Connery did a great job 
organizing the house projects.  He asked me 
to thank everyone for their efforts and would 
like to remind you to contact him if you still 
want to work off any hours.  Thanks also to 
Beryl for handling all the paperwork. 
 
As I stated last month, we are having regular 
Finance Committee meetings to monitor the 
Budget to Actual.  This month, we are 
having a meeting the evening before the 
Membership Meeting in order to have an 
accurate up to date report. 
  
I had a conversation with Alex Lachmayr 
and he would like to convey some important 
points to everyone with a mooring:   
 

It is important to schedule a Spring mooring 
service and inspection of hardware including 
upper and lower chains and block eye bolt 
for wear.  This is the cheapest insurance 
that you can get to prevent your boat from 
ending up on the rocks and avoiding 
damage to other member's boats.   
  
Winter sticks represent a hazard to the 
launch operator at night, and should be 
removed as soon as possible.  Consider 
upgrading to the winter PVC pipes this Fall, 
they float vertically and are less likely to be 
hit. 
  
Moorings that are unused or that have 
unpaid town fees risk being confiscated by 
the harbor master.  They begin checking for 
stickers in the first weeks of May. 
  
Contact Alex at alex.lachmayr@ge.com if 
you have any questions. 
  
The lounge is still the place to be when you 
find time to relax this time of year. Because 
Nancy Patterson and her staff keep things 
going so smoothly, the bar is very active.  
Please read the report of the social 
committee to see all of the great events that 
are being planned.

From the Rear Commodore 
 
Float Launch Day took place on April 25 with 
almost summer-like weather.  The food staff, 
Jan MacNeill, Jackie Geany, and some 
other welcome help, served about 120 
people.  All yard areas worked both hard 
and efficiently.  There was very little 
standing around and most were busy right 
through to 2PM.  By then, the bulk of the 
work had been done.  Tremendous thanks 
to the Yard Crew, who orchestrated the 
actual moving and launching of the floats. 
Tom Patrolia managed the work in the main 
yard.  John Geany managed the waterfront, 
main floats, and dinghy docks, and Mike 

Zolotas managed the crew in the North Lot, 
and when that was done, came over and 
kept working in the main lot.  It was a great 
day. 
 
The last wide dinghy dock has now been cut 
down to the narrow size to give more room 
at low tide.  The cut-down materials were 
salvaged for use in building a new dingy 
dock, again in the narrow format.  The east 
end of the docks now has dinghy docks 
behind each dock.  There will be more 
available and they will be filled from the list 
in the office.  If you’re not on that list, get on 
it.  We intend to eventually provide tie ups 
behind the docks from end to end.  Since 
there are waiting lists for the parallel dinghy 
spaces, the dinghy tie ups and the dinghy 
racks, we will be restricting members to only 
one of the above.  If you have an in-the-
water dinghy space, you will be asked to 
relinquish your dinghy rack spot, to allow 
those who are on the waiting list to have at 
least a rack spot.  For those of you who 
keep your dinghy on your boat, but 
occasionally come into the dock with it, there 
will be temporary tie-ups at the east end of 
the main docks and at the west end of the 
gas dock.  Remember, those are 24 hour 
max tie up spots!  Don’t leave you dinghy on 
them for longer periods. 
 
The dockmasters will be utilized this year 
after a number of years with none.  If you 
would like to work off your hours, speak to 
John Geany about scheduling some time.  It 
will begin on Memorial Day Weekend and 
end on Labor Day weekend.  Days with be 
Thursday and Friday evenings and all day 
on Saturday and Sunday (2 shifts each).

There will be no excuses for those who want 
to work off time. 
 
Launch service has now begun.  The May 
Schedule was in last month’s log, and will be 
posted at the club soon, if it’s not already up 
 
Also, if the other work assessment 
opportunities don’t excite you, John Geany 
has lots of work to be done on the docks, 
numbering dinghy spots, positioning the 
docks, and attaching the bridges.  Mike 
Zolotas will have some projects in the North 
Lot once the bulk of the boats are out of the 
yard. 
 
Also, I received a great idea from Gary 
Beckett.  If you are going away on a cruise, 
usually the Launch Drivers are notified and 
visitors are put on the available moorings.  
Let the Launch Drivers or Dockmaster know 
when you will be away and if you have an in-
water dinghy spot, let them know.  Perhaps 
someone can use that dinghy spot on a 24 
hour temporary basis.  Check with the 
Dockmaster or Launch Driver if you need a 
temporary spot. 
 
There was a sailboat mast and boom left on 
the sidewalk for most of last summer and on 
the dinghy racks all winter.  Would the 
owner please claim the mast?  As of June 1, 
we will consider it unclaimed and will 
dispose of it.

Racing Tips for Non-Racers: 
 
With the price of exotic lines dropping every 
day, you may want to think about changing 
over some of those nasty halyards you have 
(hint, if it is over 10 years old, it is time, 
really..).  A veltran core with a polyester 
cover will give years of service, have the 
stretch characteristics of steel, no meat 
hooks to rip open a hand, and likely you can 
go down 1-2 sizes.  The downsizing not only 
helps justify the fancy line by making the 
price difference negligible, it gets rid of 
weight up high where you do not want it, 
making your boat drive though sloppy seas 
more easily.  You may have to run a piece of 
small line inside the core where your rope 
clutches are to thicken them up, but that is 
easy enough to do.  And when you are 

sailing, the new thinner line is easier to coil 
and store.  Be sure to order different colors 
for each halyard, so you can have a rookie 
aboard make adjustments while you drive 
the boat. 
 
Again, give us a shout if you are interested 
in racing your boat or being on one.  We can 
square you away in no time.
