As the season winds down to the final month or two, we are reminded that this is prime time for Hurricanes.  Hurricane Bill 
passed well enough to the east of us so that we were not affected by it.  We won’t always be this lucky.  In anticipation of 
the next one, we are trying to formulate plans on getting the docks and all of the dinghies out of the water should the next 
one come closer.  The obvious short-term answer is to get lots of help down there.  The problem is that we have tried our 
best to provide the members with lots of access to the water, with in-water dinghy tie-ups and opened up dinghy racks for 
those who hadn’t had one in the past.  Now, we have the problem of getting all of those dinghies out of the water along 
with the floats, should we be threatened by a storm.  If we hear of a hurricane warning coming in our direction, that means 
two or more days out, we will do an e-mail blast to let you all know that we’ll need your help.  If you get this email, please 
come down to the Club whenever you have a chance and help out preparing for the storm.  If we don’t get the floats out in 
time, it could mean the end of the JYC boating season.   
 
On a brighter note, I’d like to thank all of the Members who came down and got their ladders, dinghies, and saw horses 
out of the yard.  Those that remained at the very end were in pretty bad shape and were properly disposed of.  Next 
spring, please remember to bring your property home and not leave it in the yard, with the exception of jack stands and 
trailers. 
 
In about two weeks, the boat-hauling season begins and the Yard Crew will be working hard at packing them in as tightly 
as ever, thereby allowing more Members to enjoy the privilege of storing in the yard.  Please be aware of what is going on 
and try not to park in such a way as to block the Yard Crew.  The accepted storage list is now posted on the bulletin board 
in the upstairs hall, so take a look and see if you made it in.  It is expected that approximately 215 boats will be hauled at 
JYC this hauling season and there are 231 slots available.  
 
Everyone needs to select their hauling date early to insure they get hauled this season.  Plan ahead!

From the Secretary 
 
The September Meeting at JYC is one of the most important meetings of the year. Our Nominating Committee has done a 
great job to find Candidates for all the open positions.  The Candidates for Office are willing to step up to serve you and 
the Club. Please come to the Election and show your support.  A sample ballot is on page five. 
 
At the August Meeting, our newest member Kevin Leahy was voted in.   Welcome aboard!! 
 
Please note; this proposed By-Law change was presented at the August Meeting but was tabled when the By-Laws 
committee noted that the language in bold at the beginning of the proposed change was inadvertently omitted from the 
Log. 
 
Move to amend the existing Bylaw, ARTICLE XIII “The Executive Committee” by adding a new section 3: 

3.  Approval required for certain acts of the Executive Committee: 
   a)  Notwithstanding anything contained to the contrary in the By-Laws and Rules of the Club, the 

following acts of the Executive Committee shall not become effective and binding until, approved by 
a majority of the members at the December Budget Meeting or at a notified meeting called for that 
purpose: 
i)   The enactment of any new assessments, fees or charges or the increase of any existing 

assessments, fees or charges; 
ii)  The transfer of reserve funds from an obligated account to a non-obligated account of the Club;  
iii) The borrowing of any funds, from commercial lenders, private lenders, or internally from the Club; 
iv) Spending Club assets or a commitment to spend or encumber Club assets, (including cash, 
personality and real estate) other than those line item amounts expressly stated in the Club's budget as 
approved by the members and as amended from time to time. 

   b)  Exceptions: 
i)  Projects Within 10% of Budget:  

Frequently projects incur additional unforeseen expenses caused by delay in subcontractors' 
schedules and/or shortages in required materials and/or unexpected discoveries made only after a 
project is in progress, etc. For the sake of administrative simplicity and expedience, any project 
completed within 10% of the amount allocated in the Club's budget shall be deemed completed 



within the budgeted amount and shall not require additional approval by the members. It shall be the 
responsibility of the Finance Committee to recommend how such unforeseen additional expenses 
shall be financed by the Club. 

ii)  Surplus Funds: 
Budgeted line items which have not been actually expended or have not been expended in the full 
amount allocated in the Budget, may be applied, at the sole discretion of the Executive 
Committee, with the acquiescence of the Financial Committee, to such line item expenditure in 
need of additional funding, without additional approval of the members. 

iii) Emergency: 
If an emergency occurs, and it becomes necessary to spend Club funds which are not provided for 
or exceed the amount provided for in the Club's budget, (as confirmed by a majority of the 
Executive Committee) then to avoid irreparable harm and where circumstances do not allow 
enough time to obtain approval of the members at a notified meeting, Club funds may be spent in 
an amount necessary to resolve said emergency, without approval of the members provided 
thereafter full disclosure is made to the members at a membership meeting.

From the Mooring Committee 
 
With hurricane season here, it is most important that mooring hardware be in good condition.  This is by-far your first line 
of defense against catastrophic damage to your boat and your neighbors.  If you have not done so already, contact your 
mooring service to inspect and replace any worn components including top and bottom chain, shackles, and pennant lines 
as needed.  Over the course of the season chains may have become twisted or tangled in lobster lines which can stress 
and prematurely wear even a new chain. 
 
Warm August water temperatures have increased the growth of mussels, barnacles and weed on your mooring hardware; 
if left uncleaned the combined weight of this growth can sink even a large mooring float.  If your float is low in the water, it 
may be waterlogged or the chain may require cleaning.  Maintaining a relationship with your mooring service company will 
keep your boat safe, and give you peace of mind when the severe weather reports start up again.

This race is known for the 
strong fall winds that put premium on teamwork and boat handling. A great way to end the season 
 
Please note that if you signed up for the both sessions of our Thursday night racing, the JYC and Phil Small Regattas are 
free. You can make back your season's fee in food and beer.  So register for the race.  You will be glad you did.  For 
either race, you can go the JYC regatta page and register electronically.  The benefits of technology are at your service. 
 
If you are racing or just coming to hoist a couple cold ones, be sure to use the parking on the east side of the building, pull 
all the way up, and have your crew park behind you.  Parking will be tight with all our guests, so it is best to help keep 
parking slots open. Better yet, carpool some of those crew members. 
 
Other: 
 
Boat shows are just around the corner.  That means NOW is the time to order those new sails or components as this is 
when the best deals are available.  It’s also a great time to get end of season prices on bottom paint for next year. 
 
Racing tips for non-racers. 
 
Letting sails luff and flutter kills sails.  Always fall off, harden up the sheets, or furl the sails if they start to luff.  If you are 
motor sailing and only the leech is flapping, see if you have a leech line sewn into you sail and give it a tug. This will stop 
that annoying flapping and more importantly, help save your sail.
